Start Here!   

This KIDZ KCM will help children spend time with Jesus this week. The first three days will help apply what was 

taught in KidZone on Sunday. The last three days prepares kids for what will be taught on the upcoming Sunday. 

Each week our worship will focus on one aspect of God. This week we will again focus on God as Love. 

Worship: "For I am convinced that neither death nor life, neither angels nor demons, neither the present nor the 

future, nor any powers, neither height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate from the 

love of God that is in Christ Jesus our Lord.” Romans 8:38-39 (NIV) WOW! Worship God for His amazing love! 
 

Bible study: Read John 11:17-37. Read verse 25-26 again. What does verse 26 say about people who believe 

in Jesus? _________________________________ Do you believe this? (Yes/No) Martha believed it! The two sis-

ters both came to meet Jesus and they both said the same thing when they saw Him. What did they say? (Verses 21 

and 32) The sisters thought Jesus was too late to save their brother. Jesus “was deeply moved in spirit and trou-

bled” (verse 33). In fact, verse 35 says: Jesus W __ P __. If Jesus has power to raise people from the dead, why do 

you think He cried? ____________________________________________ What makes you cry?  
 

Prayer: Dear Jesus – Even You cried! When I am lonely or being made fun of or get hurt or lose someone I love – 

or even when I cry over the wrong things I do - thank You for knowing how I feel and knowing about my tears. My 

Bible says You keep a record of them. (Psalm 56:8) Thank You for understanding me and loving me! Amen. 

Confession: “But the kindness and love of God our Savior appeared. He saved us. It wasn't because of the good 

things we had done. It was because of his mercy. He saved us by washing away our sins. We were born again. The 

Holy Spirit gave us new life.” Titus 3:4-5 (NIrV) Lord, Thank You for Your mercy, kindness, and LOVE!  
 

Bible study: Read John 11:38-45. What was Martha afraid of in verse 39? ____________________________ 

Read Jesus response to Martha in verse 40 and then read Psalm 56:3 to know what to do when you are afraid. What 

separated Martha from her brother Lazarus? (Hint: It’s wasn’t a tomb. It was D __ A __ H.) Death separates us from 

people we love. What separates us from God? (See Isaiah 59:2) (Hint: It’s not death. It’s S __ N.) Sin separates us 

from God. What is the payment for the sin that separates us from God? (See Romans 6:23) ________ But what is the 

gift of God?( E __E __ N __ L  L __ F __ through J __ S __ S  C __ R __ S __ ) Perhaps Jesus wept (verse 33)         

because He loved Lazarus so much. Perhaps it was because He saw the consequences of sin since Adam and Eve 

(death). Perhaps it was both!  

 

Prayer: Read 2 Corinthians 9:15 and turn it into a prayer from you to Jesus.
